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Foreword

Personal Health Choices is a joint publication of the Center for Health Information Analysis (CHIA) and the Nevada Department of Health and Human 

Services, Division of Health Care Financing and Policy. This report presents general acute care hospital outpatient discharge billing records data for 
15 common medical and surgical diagnoses per outpatient type by EAPG* (Enhanced Ambulatory Patient Grouping) as reported by 34 of Nevadaôs 
acute care hospitals that discharged patients within the period of 2011 to 2015.

These data are available through the standard Uniform Billing form, which is utilized by hospitals to bill for their hospital charges. These data include 
patients who were admitted to a hospital as an outpatient. The reports are categorized into 3 outpatient types: 1 - Outpatient Emergency (ED), 2 -
Outpatient Surgery (OS), 3 - Other Outpatient (TH). It includes information about patients discharged from non-federal hospitals in Nevada. These 
data identify billed charges, not the actual payments received by the hospital.

The data were compiled by CHIA using information from outpatient hospital billing records. This information was gathered and analyzed as part of a 
contractual agreement between the Department of Health and Human Services and the University under the authority granted in Section 439B of the 
Nevada Revised Statutes. CHIA audits the data and requests corrections when errors are found. It is not possible to detect all errors. CHIA is not 
responsible for errors that cannot be found by an audit.

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Introduction

This twenty-eigth edition, Book 3 of Personal Health Choices compares 34 of Nevada's general acute care hospitals with respect to 15 common 
medical diagnoses and surgical procedures per outpatient type, defined by 3M's Enhanced Ambulatory Patient Groups (EAPGs: see below). The 
definitions to all EAPGs can be found on the narrative page for each EAPG. Each diagnosis and procedure in this publication is based on an 
individual EAPG.

THE 3MÊ ENHANCED AMBULATORY PATIENT GROUPING SYSTEM

Enhanced Ambulatory Patient Group (EAPG), is a classification system that developed specifically for use in todayôs complex ambulatory 
environment to develop an effective and comprehensive OPPS that includes hospitals, freestanding ambulatory surgery centers (ASCs), renal 
dialysis centers, and other diverse care settings.

By reflecting the care that todayôs facilities provide to non-Medicare beneficiaries, the 3M EAPG System captures the current changes in clinical 
practice and resource use and can provide a broader, more inclusive classification of outpatient care than the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid 
(CMS) Ambulatory Payment Classifications (APCs).

INFORMATION LEVEL

Personal Health Choices is intended as a source of information regarding the billed charges of hospitals in Nevada, and should not be construed as 
a definitive guide for selecting a hospital in order to receive outpatient medical care. The financial information in this report is based on billed charges 
rather than the amount actually collected on discharged patients per EAPG. Billed charges and collected charges can differ significantly. This report 
provides the reader information about one component of healthcare pricing - hospital outpatient services. Inpatient hospitalization as well as 
professional physician and other non-hospital ancillary healthcare services are not covered in this report.

CREDIT DUE: Google Web was extensively used to obtain definitions for medical terms. This can be accessed by typing, 'define: term' in the Google 
search box.

Factors

The information provided in this report is formatted so as to present narrative and tabular data on the first page and detailed tabular data on the 
second. This report covers a five-year trend line for EAPG-related data.

The first page of each selected EAPG presents gender and age breakdowns of the overall hospital outpatient population, factored by the total 
number of visits and average billed charges. The age categories consist of 0-17, 18-35, 36-49, 50-64, and 65+. These age categories were selected 
to best illustrate the impact of the disease diagnoses and medical and surgical procedures on the populations affected. The narrative information on 
the first page for each EAPG is based on the available data and may contain information on specific diagnoses and surgical procedures involved in 
the treatment of the patient. These diagnoses and procedures may not always be directly related to the primary ailment. The second page examines 
specific hospitals in Clark, Washoe and the Rural counties with regard to total visits and average billed charges. 

It should be noted that, when comparing hospitals to average billed charges, information based on small numbers of cases cannot provide a reliable 
statistical base upon which information can reflect a given hospital's experience. Further, physician charges (including those of surgeons) are 
normally separate from hospital charges, except in rural areas where some physician services -- such as radiology, anesthesia, and laboratory tests 
-- may be included in the hospital charges.

The Center for Health Information Analysis (CHIA) receives patient bill records directly from all the hospitals. These data are audited and if errors are 
found a resend is requested. The audit includes missing or out of range fields as well as statistical mixes of fields such as payer, gender, and race. 
Although CHIA does everything it can to validate the data, there are some types of errors that cannot be audited. The hospitals are typically very 
good at creating data and coding so these errors are a rarity.

Diagnoses: that frequently accompanied Respiratory Therapy were: 1) Asthma, unspecified type, with (acute) exacerbation (49392), 2) Tobacco use disorder (3051), 3) Acute 
upper respiratory infections of unspecified site (4659), 4) Bronchitis, not specified as acute or chronic (490), 5) Unspecified essential hypertension (4019), 6) Croup (4644), 7) 
Acute bronchitis (4660), 8) Acute bronchiolitis due to other infectious organisms (46619), 9) Pneumonia, organism unspecified (486).

Definitions: Asthma: Chronic inflammatory disease of the airways. Bronchitis: An inflammation of the air passages between the nose and the lungs, including the windpipe or 
trachea and the larger air tubes of the lung that bring air in from the trachea (bronchi). Bronchial tubes: The major airways to the lungs and their main branches. Croup: An 
infection of the upper airway, generally in children, which obstructs breathing and causes a characteristic barking cough. Larynx: The structure between the pharynx and the 
trachea that contains the vocal cords. Pharynx: The upper expanded portion of the digestive tube, between the esophagus below and the mouth and nasal cavities above and in 
front. Trachea: A tube-like portion of the respiratory tract that connects the larynx with the bronchial parts of the lungs. Also known as windpipe. Bronchiolitis: An acute viral 
infection of the small air passages of the lungs called the bronchioles. Bronchioles: Small airways extending from the bronchi into the lobes of the lungs. Pneumonia:
Inflammation of the lungs, usually due to infection with bacteria, viruses, or other pathogenic organisms.

Diagnoses: that frequently accompanied Migraine were: 1) Migraine, unspecified, without mention of intractable migraine without mention of status migrainosus (34690), 2) 
Unspecified essential hypertension (4019), 3) Nausea with vomiting (78701), 4) Personal history of allergy to other specified medicinal agents (V148), 5) Personal history of 
allergy to penicillin (V140), 6) Visual discomfort (36813), 7) Diabetes mellitus without mention of complication, type II or unspecified type, not stated as uncontrolled (25000).

Definitions: Migraine: A severe recurring headache, usually affecting only one side of the head, that is characterized by sharp pain and is often accompanied by nausea, 
vomiting, and visual disturbances. Hypertension: High blood pressure. Diabetes mellitus: A condition in which the pancreas no longer produces enough insulin or cells stop 
responding to the insulin that is produced, so that glucose in the blood cannot be absorbed into the cells of the body.
